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MOTION TO INCREASE PAGE LIMIT






Counsel on behalf of Respondent requests this Court increase the allowed page limit for the intended pre-hearing brief on the Respondent’s eligibility for relief. Under recent amendments to the Immigration Court Practice Manual Chapter 4.19(b), parties must limit the body of their briefs to 25 pages. Counsel for Respondent cannot adequately address all issues presented in these proceedings within the allotted page limit. 
Under Matter of W-Y-C- & H-O-B-, 27 I&N Dec. 189, (BIA 2018), a Respondent must clearly indicate on the record all enumerated grounds they are relying upon in making the claim for relief. For claims based on membership in a particular social group, the applicant must specifically delineate all particular social groups to which they are a member. Matter of W-Y-C- & H-O-B-, 27 I&N at 191 (citing Matter of A-T-, 25 I&N Dec. 4, 10 (BIA 2009). The INA expressly requires that an alien be granted “a reasonable opportunity to examine the evidence against the alien” and “to present evidence on the alien’s own behalf.” 8 U.S.C. § 1229a(b)(4)(B); Hernandez-Guadarrama v. Ashcroft, 394 F.3d 674, 681 (9th Cir. 2005). Further, the Fifth Amendment’s due Process Clause applies to all “persons” within the United States, including aliens. Zadvydas v. Davis, 533 U.S. 678, 693 (2001). 
Under the Practice Manual, this Court requests that parties cite germane facts and not belabor facts or law that are not in dispute and fully cite legal authorities. (Chapter 4.19 (b) Guidelines). 
Here, counsel for Respondent cannot adequately address all salient legal issues before this Court within the allotted 25 pages. Respondent filed Form I-589 which includes an application for three separate forms of relief: Asylum, Withholding of Removal, and Protection Under the Convention Against Torture. Although similar, each form of relief rests on different legal standards that each require analysis for eligibility. INA § 208(b); 8 C.F.R. § 1208; INA § 241(b); 8 C.F.R. § 1208.16(b); 8 C.F.R. § 1208.16(c). Respondent must present all enumerated grounds of protection before the Immigration Court while making their claim. Respondent previously filed a “Statement of Legal Theory” with this court and identified case theory for the basis for her asylum application. Respondent intends to present claims for eligibility for protection under multiple refugee grounds, including membership in multiple particular social groups and humanitarian-based asylum. Respondent does not waive her rights to present and delineate exactly her membership in all particular social groups which provide asylum eligibility. 
Additionally, Respondent is not aware of, nor has she received notice, that opposing counsel, the Department, does not dispute the facts or waived arguments of law in this case. Therefore, all facts and law related to Respondent’s application for asylum are germane and should be treated as in dispute. The grounds of protection listed are also highly technical, developed mainly through case law, and require a full explanation of legal authority. 
For these reasons, Counsel for Respondent requests the 25-page limit on pre-hearing briefing be lifted so that Respondent may exercise her rights to apply for Asylum, Withholding of Removal, and Protection Under the Convention Against Torture. Counsel also requests that this limit be increased if further briefing, including but not limited to a reply brief, supplemental briefing, or written closing statement becomes necessary. 
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ORDER OF THE IMMIGRATION JUDGE
Upon consideration of the Respondents’ Motion to Increase Page Limit, it is HEREBY ORDERED that the motion be  GRANTED   DENIED because:

 The respondent does not oppose the motion.
 A response to the motion has not been filed with the court.
 Good cause has been established for the motion.
 The court agrees with the reasons stated in the opposition to the motion.
