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Respondents [] (collectively, “Respondents”), by and through the undersigned pro bono counsel, respectfully request that this Court vacate their Master Calendar Hearing, currently scheduled for [], and instead set the matter for an Individual Hearing.  Respondents submit that there is good cause for this motion.  Respondents have filed their respective Written Pleadings concurrently with this motion.  In addition, [] previously filed her Form I‑589, Application for Asylum and for Withholding of Removal with this Court on [], listing her daughter, [], as a derivative.    
I. STATEMENT OF FACTS AND PROCEDURAL HISTORY

On or about [], Respondents entered the United States without inspection at or near [].  They each received a Notice to Appear (“NTA”) dated [].  On [], [] timely filed her Form I-589, Application for Asylum and for Withholding of Removal with this Court.  
Concurrently with this motion, and through their pro bono counsel, Respondents have filed their respective written pleadings, in which each Respondent conceded proper service of the NTA, admitted the factual allegations listed in the NTA, conceded the charge of removability listed on the NTA, and declined to designate a country of removability.  In addition, Respondents indicated that they are applying for asylum, withholding of removal, and protection under the Convention Against Torture.
II. ARGUMENT

There is good cause in this case to support Respondents’ motion to vacate their upcoming Master Calendar Hearing and instead set the matter for an Individual Hearing. Pursuant to the Immigration Court Practice Manual, “[i]n lieu of oral pleadings, the Immigration Judge may permit represented parties to file written pleadings, if the party concedes proper service of the Notice to Appear (Form I-862).”  Immigration Court Practice Manual, Chapter 4.15(j).  Here, Respondents have concurrently filed their written pleadings, conceding proper service of the respective NTAs and providing the additional information required by the Immigration Court Practice Manual.  Further, Respondents’ written pleadings address the preliminary matters that would be addressed at the upcoming Master Calendar Hearing.  
Furthermore, this motion does not prejudice the Court or the Department of Homeland Security; rather, it serves the interests of efficiency for this Court and the parties. Because there is little need for the Master Calendar Hearing, vacating that hearing alleviates the need to consume the Court’s time and resources on a purely procedural matter.  

III. CONCLUSION

For the foregoing reasons, Respondents respectfully request that this Court vacate their Master Calendar Hearing. 
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
